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The Mukuru Secondary Education Scheme has now successfully extended into the Tertiary Education Scheme we mentioned last year. Kelvin and Geoffrey are now into their courses to qualify as Accountants (CPA).  These schemes have aroused a lot of interest and more sponsors have come forward. At the present time, in addition to Kelvin and Geoffrey, Waves is supporting 6 boys and 4 girls from Mukuru primary schools through secondary education. We have funding and support that will enable us to start six more students in Jan 2007!
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All three Trustees visited Kenya this year and found it a most rewarding visit. We met all the Mukuru sponsored students over two weekends, bringing them gifts and letters from their sponsors. As our timing just preceded the World Cup football there was a lot to talk about, with the girls being just as interested as the boys.
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The annual Mukuru Kerrigan Challenge Cup Finals for Boys and Girls were played at St Catherine’s School, on 9th June.  The winning teams received Kerrigan Tournament 2006 T- shirts, with Waves baseball caps for the lads and visors for the girls. St Catherine’s won both the boys and the girls cups in great style.
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In August 105 children and 11 house parents from the children’s home and the street children centre spent 5 days at the coast on the Waves biannual holiday. As usual the children loved the trip and seeing the sea for the first time. One young lady wrote that “The happiest moment was to swim in the Indian Ocean. I could not believe my eyes because you could not see the end of the ocean – it seemed to me like a dream. The trip seemed like the happiness of a whole month.”
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Our 4 “Waves Scholars” from Starehe in Nairobi continue to do well. John is in his fourth year at University, while Jamleck is in his third year, and taking the CPA in his spare time. Both are frustrated by the frequent strikes by university lecturers which means the students get no tuition and cannot take exams. John is now 24 and wonders if he will ever be able to qualify! Dennis is in his “gap” year awaiting university entrance to study Architecture. He has put his language skills to use and has been tutoring other students. Peter is at the school and doing well. He hopes to become a surgeon and demonstrated great presence of mind during our visit when he offered to help another lad who was choking in the restaurant where we had lunch. 
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We mentioned last year the fact that both Dr Geoffrey Griffin, the Founder and Director of Starehe, and his natural successor, Yusuf King’ala, had sadly died. We met the Acting Director, Joseph Gikubu, at Starehe who told us that finding a replacement is proving extremely difficult. Geoffrey took very little from the school by way of remuneration, but this is not what candidates expect today. Interestingly we heard that Geoffrey and Joseph had met first when on opposing sides in the Mau Mau days of unrest in Kenya.
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As well as Mukuru we support Ruben Centre run by The Christian Brothers, where we met Bro Barry Callan and saw the lathe Waves purchased in ’04 in action. We visited their clinic, which caters for the health of the community, especially in relation to AIDS, and we enjoyed an amazing programme of entertainment put on for us by the children. We provided funds to replace 5 stolen CPUs, seating around the Waves field, as well as gym kit and drums.
The Ecology Trip scheme at AFEW to sponsor and to organise trips for children from the deprived areas continues to thrive. This year 704 children from the Mukuru and Ruben schools, plus the Street Children Rehabilitation Centre and Starehe School, took part. During our June visit we were among the Guests of Honour at the AFEW Prize Giving for the annual National Environmental Competition. With little forewarning we were “invited” to give a speech to the assembly and present some of the prizes. Fortunately we had some words “we had prepared earlier”! Waves again sponsored 4 of the winning students from the 2006 Safari Art Competition to go on the
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AFEW educational safari and supplied wildlife books as prizes for the best boy and girl on safari. We examined this years artwork entries, where the standard maintained its exceptional quality.
Another highlight of our trip was to see for ourselves the school projects sponsored by Waves run by teachers who attended the AFEW environmental science teaching workshops, aimed at fostering and encouraging the spread of knowledge amongst children about care of their environment. We visited a number of Nairobi schools, several in the very worst slums, and saw just how much can be achieved. In the year August ’06 to July ’07 we will fund 8 significant projects across Kenya, including bee keeping, afforestation, waste management and water storage. We hope to see the results when we next visit in 2008.
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We made our regular visit to the David Sheldrick Wildlife Trust elephant orphanage to see the latest batch of “babies” there. Neither Daphne Sheldrick, nor her daughter Angela, were there as they were still in Europe after Daphne’s well earned investiture as Dame of the British Empire. We had been her guests at the reception in London on her big day. We were hosted in Nairobi by Permanus and again met Edwin, the head keeper who we have befriended over the years. We teased him about his “starring role” in the BBC Elephant Diaries screened this year. Watch out for a repeat and the new series in 2007. Waves donated funds towards keeper costs and for trips to the Tsavo National Park for 400 local village school children. We are planning a major sponsorship of a school near Voi to provide books and sports equipment in 2007.
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We had 5 Waves runners in the 2006 London Marathon – Sunil, Jonathan, Tara, Tim and Andy raised the incredible record total of £14,505, inclusive of gift aid. Our team for 2007 includes Jenny, Toby, Richard, Barry and James. If you want to support them on line, you can find the links from the Waves site. On line donations were popular with sponsors last year and  accounted for nearly half the total raised.
On 5th August Kerrigan’s school friend, Richard Drysdale, ran, swam, and cycled in the London Triathlon, which he completed in 2 hrs 46 mins, and whilst doing so raised over £800 for Waves .
We also had 6 runners in the 2006 Hydro Active Women’s Challenge, in Hyde Park on 3rd September. Margaret and her team of Sue, Kate, Rachel, Emily, and Colette made good time round the course. Afterwards the team and their supporter (Malcolm!) enjoyed a picnic in the park, relaxing in the sunshine. Next year for Waves 10th anniversary year we would like a large team, with lots of supporters to commemorate this milestone. Come and support us if only at the picnic after the run. 
It’s on Sunday 16th September - will you be there?
Our income for the year ending July was £32093, and our expenditure was £27014. We are able to cover our running costs from Bank Interest and Tax Refunds so in fact 100% of all donations made and fund raising income went direct to charitable projects. Not many charities can claim that level of efficiency.
